School-Wide Evaluation Tool (SET) Determines Level of Positive Behavior Support (PBS) Implementation 

Instruction: On-going behavior instruction          
of universal expectations and age-appropriate      
social skills.  Processes: Consistent 
behavioral acknowledgement and correction, 
proactive classroom management, active 
supervision, safe & welcoming culture.  

Data: 
‚ Office Referrals – Problem Behavior, 

Location, Environmental Factor, 
Functional Factors, Team, etc. 
‚ Suspensions – Totals, Violations, etc. 
‚ Social/behavioral screeners 

Decision Making Protocol for Student Identification and Progress Monitoring 

Instruction:  Targeted behavioral 
and/or social skills instruction 
Support: Function-based 
interventions, increased monitoring 
(focused groups, mentoring, 
specialized classroom mgmt, etc.).
